JOHN GILLILAN/TIM TORREY MEMORIAL  SCHOLARSHIP  FUND  CONTRACT

John Roderic Gillilan was a student athlete at Meadowlark Grade School, Monroe Jr. High School and Sheldon High School who graduated in 1979. He was killed in a motorcycle accident on September 10, 1981.  This fund was established by John’s parents, Roderic W. and Anna L. Gillilan, and his family and friends in August of 1982.

Timothy (Tim) James Torrey was a student at Meadowlark Grade School, Cal Young Middle School and Sheldon High School who would have graduated in 1980. He was killed in an auto accident on May 13, 1978. This fund was provided by Tim’s friends and family in his memory.

Purpose of the Fund

In the year 2000, the Gillilan and Torrey Memorial Funds combined to increase available grants to student athletes in need of financial support for athletic fees and equipment required for participation in sports.

Participation in high school athletic programs can be a most vital part of a student’s high school career. The purpose of this fund shall be to enable both male and female students at Sheldon High School to participate in athletics that would otherwise be detoured due to financial restrictions.

Financial grants from this fund shall be given only for purchase of fees and equipment required for participation in sports at Sheldon High School. Athletic abilities shall not be a consideration when recipients of funds are chosen. The criteria for selection of the recipients shall be financial need and the desire to participate in a sport or sports.

Award Criteria and Process

A staff member shall identify a student’s need and be the advocate for that student. The staff member shall present the facts relative to the need to the athletic director and the principal. The staff member will also direct the student to the school's Finance Office to pick up the Application for Alternative Payment forms.

All disbursements must be in keeping with all rules and regulations which govern the sport in which the student will be participating, and fall within guidelines as set by School District 4J and OSAA.

The principal, or his or her designee, with the counsel of the athletic director, shall decide to whom funds shall be given.

Financial and Award Reporting

A record of disbursements and income will be sent to both the Gillilan and Torrey families for review on an annual basis. The annual accounting will be forwarded at the end of each fiscal year as soon as The Oregon Community Foundation has sent Sheldon High School the annual Fund statement. Either family may request disbursement information, at their discretion, during the school year. All discussion and transactions shall be kept in confidence unless there is a situation that warrants otherwise.

Management of Fund Account at Sheldon High School

Expenditures from the fund account at Sheldon High School may be made from donations made in the current school year. The remaining balance will, at the discretion of the school principal, be transferred to permanent endowment fund at The Oregon Community Foundation (OCF).

The school principal shall be responsible for maintaining an accounting of all donations that are given directly to Sheldon High School, and all expenditures. An annual audit of this account shall be a part of the annual school audit of student body funds.

Management of Permanent Fund at OCF

The permanent endowment fund shall be administered by The Oregon Community Foundation, according to the OCF/John Gillilan-Tim Torrey Memorial Fund Agreement. Distributions from the fund shall be made from OCF to Sheldon High School, a unit of Eugene School District 4-J, as described in the OCF fund agreement.

Donations to the Permanent Fund at OCF

Donations to the OCF Fund may be made at any time, either directly to Sheldon High School or to The Oregon Community Foundation, 440 E. Broadway, Ste. 160, Eugene, OR, 97401. The school principal shall send accumulated donations received directly by the school to The Oregon Community Foundation for investment in the Fund.

Changes to Fund Contract

Changes in the basic purpose and procedures for management of the fund account at Sheldon High School may be made from time to time with the written approval of both families or their appointed heirs.
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
